Guidelines
1. Proposed Keynote workshops should fit into a 75 (60 minutes of instruction and 15 minutes of Q&A) minute time-frame.
Proposed General workshops should fit into a 60 (45 minutes of instruction and 15 minutes of Q&A) minute time-frame.
This should include time for introductions and evaluations. Workshops should align with the theme of creativity and emerging trends.
2. We estimate 30-50 participants per workshop. 
3. We expect workshops to be focused around skill building and audience engagement, with minimal reliance on lecture style format.
